The Rochester office of

180 housing units, approximately

The six-story project also includes 
a community room with outdoor 
terrace, a lounge, fitness center and 
ample outdoor landscaped gathering 
spaces to enhance the pedestrian ex-

perience, walkability, and connections 
to multiple forms of transit.

BRYK on Broadway features a Single 
Packaged Vertical Unit (SPVU) in each 
apartment, which sits in a dedicated 
closet. The HVAC Access Door pro-
vides a clean, unobtrusive, and secure 
access point for easy servicing and 
maintenance. The building owner was 
looking for a more aesthetically pleas-
ing option than a traditional pre-hung 
door. Nystrom met this challenge with 
the new HVAC access door. The HVAC 
door provides a nice clean finish and 
blends seamlessly into the wall, while 

providing excellent 
sound attenuation.
